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Abstract

This release notes document for ExtremeCloud™ IQ (New) version 25.4.22-1 outlines
enhancements, resolved issues, and expanded device support across the platform.

It introduces new device-level configuration capabilities for Fabric Engine 7x20 and
4k/5k SKUs, extends Extreme Platform ONE functionality for both wired and wireless
configurations, and maintains feature parity with previous versions. The release
supports IQ Engine 10.8.3 and includes updates to the EXOS, VOSS, and Switch Engine
support matrices. Key fixes address Ul inconsistencies, role-based access issues, and API
errors across ExtremeCloud IQ and Extreme Platform ONE Networking. The document
provides detailed support matrices for controllers, access points, switches, routers, and
third-party hardware, along with configuration prerequisites and known limitations. It
also includes updated public IP address blocks for global data centers and browser
compatibility guidelines. This technical document is intended for IT professionals
managing enterprise network infrastructure and offers comprehensive guidance for
deployment, configuration, and troubleshooting.
