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Abstract

This release notes document for ExtremeCloud™ IQ (New) version 25.6.0-70 outlines
enhancements, resolved issues, known limitations, and expanded device support
across the platform. It introduces support for EXOS/Switch Engine 33.4.1.15 and 32.7.3.15-
patchl-19, IQ Engine 10.8.5, and VOSS 9.3, enabling onboard, monitor, configuration,
and image management for a wide range of switches and access points, including
Wi-Fi 7 APs. Key new features include WBA OpenRoaming for AP4020X, Fabric

Attach Redundancy, automatic stack member onboarding with license allocation, UL
OFDMA support, and WPA3 Personal Transition Mode. The document provides detailed
guidance on supported hardware, browser compatibility, public IP address blocks, and
configuration capabilities such as SSH Proxy and Supplemental CLI. It also addresses
over 40 resolved issues spanning account management, onboarding, licensing, Ul,

and device management, while listing known issues affecting APls, SSO, visualization,
and role-based access. Revision AB of this document highlights known issues related
to the Monitoring > Clients > Users tab. This technical document is intended for

IT professionals and network administrators and assumes a moderate to advanced
understanding of network infrastructure and cloud-managed environments.
