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Abstract

This release notes document for ExtremeCloud™ IQ (New) version 25.7.0-175 details
platform enhancements, software compatibility updates, new features, addressed
defects, known limitations, and expanded hardware support for cloud managed
networks. The content covers updated OS interoperability—including support for
EXOS/Switch Engine 33.5.2, 32.7.3.15 patchl 33, IQ Engine 10.8.6, and VOSS 9.3—along
with configuration, monitoring, onboarding, and image management capabilities for
a wide range of access points, switches, and Universal Compute Platform devices,
including Wi Fill7 APs. Key feature additions include Real Time Threat Sensing for Wi
Fid7, VLAN per Private PSK, Thread interface packet capture, Trusted Connect multi
profile support, automatic configuration for offline devices, expanded visualization
compatibility, new EXOS image availability, and enhanced onboarding workflows for
AP5020/5022 series APs. The document also summarizes more than 40 resolved issues
spanning account management, onboarding, licensing, Ul behavior, API accuracy,
and visualization stability. The release notes also list known issues affecting SSO
transitions, API rate limiting, device management edge cases, browser rendering,
firmware upgrade auditing, and RBAC role inconsistencies across ExtremeCloud 1Q
and Extreme Platform ONE Networking environments. Additional sections provide IP
address block references for global data centers, browser and display requirements,
and comprehensive hardware support matrices delineating capabilities such as
stacking limits, SSH Proxy, Supplemental CLI availability, and configuration scope for
Switch Engine and Fabric Engine devices. Designed for intermediate to advanced

operational guidance, platform behavior insights, and deployment considerations to
support planning, troubleshooting, and lifecycle management of cloud connected
infrastructure.
